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Sicher is talking about a worthwhile goal implies that this is a concretized

or personal goal. (p.119 &)

If overall goals are abstractions, and stated in very general terms, e.g.,

strength, wisdom, etc, then her previous state make sense... (p.119-120 i)

Thus, two people could have the overall goal of strength and the personal
goal of one could be a dictator in whatever social setting. The second

person- - (p.120 &)

They move toward realizing the concretized goal that they have set for
themselves: to become a physician, a lawyer, a businessman, a teacher, and
so forth. As long as they move they still have a certain amount of

courage.(p.122)

It takes courage to find ways to bring the greater goals to realization with
goals that are more reachable, ie., partial goals. To study medicine is a

reachable goal...(p.123)

In order to go in a direction, plans must be made to reach partial goals on

the way to the overall goal. (p.123-124)

Only those who have developed social interest(social consciousness) will
extract from this ultimate goal that they have created, a partial goal that is
possible. If in the direction of this unreachable goal a partial goal can be
reached, then this partial goal can be considered one phase of one

episode.(p.126)



The concretized goal is the person’s idea of how to ensure his or her own

physical survival and psychological security. (p.152-153)

Individual Psychologists think that this enormous striving means that
people have set unreachable goals for themselves Adler called this the goal
of Godlikeness.(p.153)

Ounreachable goal Perfection is an unreachable goal, an absolute.(p.122)
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
